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I. INTRODUCTION AND PURPOSE

North Hanover Township’s Master Plan has identified that a municipal Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) program (NJSA 40:55D-137 et seq.) is the most appropriate method to balance existing and future non-agricultural development pressures with existing and future agricultural practices and rural development patterns.  The Township is requesting expressions of interest from consulting firms to provide professional services for the preparation of a municipal Real Estate Market Analysis (Analysis).  This Analysis is one component of several required by the New Jersey Municipal Land Use Law for the preparation of a municipal TDR program. North Hanover Township is currently seeking “plan endorsement” by the State Planning Commission in order to amend the State Plan Policy Map by delineating TDR “receiving areas” with planned sewer service in the Cookstown and Sykesville Center, and lower density development in the Jacobstown Center (septic). (See Map A for delineation of proposed North Hanover Township “sending areas” and “receiving areas” and Table 1 for the summary of the Build out Analysis.)
North Hanover Township will use this Analysis, as required by NJAC 5:86 et seq., along with other pending planning documents, such as a Utility Service Plan, Capital Improvement Plan, Development Transfer Element for the municipal Master Plan and a TDR Ordinance, to implement the municipal TDR program.  Other professionals shall prepare these planning documents. 

This effort will be under the general administrative supervision of a designated representative from North Hanover Township.  A representative from Burlington County Department of Economic Development and Regional Planning will also provide technical assistance with project, which may require additional land use analysis, development capability modeling and mapping.  Public and private stakeholders will provide general oversight in the form of a TDR Steering Committee, which will consist of, but not limited to, the Township’s business and farming communities, Township residents, State agencies, County Agricultural Development Board, Planning Board and Department of Economic Development and Regional Planning.

II. QUALIFICATIONS SPECIFICATIONS

North Hanover Township seeks a multi-functional consultant, prime consultant/sub-consultant team, or joint venture consultant team (CONSULTANT), which has professional experience in real estate analysis, New Jersey municipal TDR programs, project management and public outreach to prepare the Analysis. 
Eligibility to Submit Proposal: In order to be eligible to submit a proposal, the Proposer(s) must:

· Be registered to do business in New Jersey;

· Satisfy and comply with the terms, conditions and requirements specified in this RFQ/RFP;

· Be a legal resident in the United States;

· Not be on any State debarred contractor or vendor list;

· Be a State Certified General Real Estate Appraiser (SCGREA) pursuant to N.J.A.C. 13:40A1.2;

· Be a well equipped appraisal office with adequate resources to efficiently complete narrative appraisal reports on large scale;
· Be experienced in appraisal performance of the various types of real estate, such as residential, commercial, industrial, agricultural, vacant land and special purposes, with agricultural and vacant land experience emphasized; and

· Meet the NJ State Agricultural Development Committee’s May 23, 1996 Appraiser Selection and Retention Guidelines (P-6-C) requirements. 

Supplemental Information & Requirements: The Township reserves the right to request additional information or issue additional requirements throughout the selection process.

Scheduling: It must be understood that all of the Consultant’s work will be time-dependent and that time is of the essence for the Consultant to deliver task and subtask products for all parts of this study.

III.
GENERAL SCOPE OF ANTICIPATED NEEDED SERVICES

(NOTE: A specific scope of services will be negotiated with the selected consultant. This “General Scope of Anticipated Needed Services” serves as a basis for prospective consultants to understand the subject project and not as a constraint for the Township to add or limit some or several major aspects of the study.)

Purpose: The purpose of this Analysis is to portray an accurate picture of the current and future land market in North Hanover Township, including the relationship between the development rights anticipated to be generated in the sending zones and the likelihood of their utilization in the three receiving zones. The Analysis is intended to confirm development rights and density calculations proposed by North Hanover Township in the development transfer plan element and associated documents or otherwise alert North Hanover Township to issues that may challenge the proposed transfer of development rights program and to give North Hanover Township the opportunity to address said issues at the early stages of the planning process. 

This Analysis shall not be construed as a real estate appraisal, nor shall it be construed as establishing real estate market value. Any value estimates made by the CONSULTANT are professional opinions and general in nature. Because the value estimates are not site specific, they cannot be used as a basis for future sales. The purpose of the value estimates is solely to provide a basis for determining whether the TDR program and associated transfer ratio(s) proposed by the municipality are viable.

Scope of Work: The CONSULTANT shall provide all those professional real estate appraisal and analyses services needed to fulfill the requirements of NJAC 5:86 et seq. and NJSA 40:55D-137 et seq. for a municipal TDR program. These are identified in Section IV, below.  

Assumptions: As with any analysis, the CONSULTANT must rely on a number of assumptions, including those provided by other professionals. The CONSULTANT must:

· Use the Township’s identified draft sending and receiving area boundaries and the Burlington County Department of Economic Development’s sending and receiving area zoning build-out capacity analyses based on those boundaries, or other comparable analyses approved by the Township or County; 

· Assume that the Township Engineer, or similar qualified entity, shall prepare a Utility Service Plan Element for the Master Plan and a Capital Improvement Program for the receiving area;
· Understand that the Township Planner, or similar qualified entity, shall prepare a Development Transfer Plan Element for the Master Plan and a TDR Ordinance, that such planning documents are contingent on the Analysis, and that the Analysis can not be concluded until such documents are presented to the Township Joint Land Use  Board; 

· Understand that the Township intends to use these planning documents and others as part of a State Planning Commission Plan Endorsement application and amendment of the State Plan Policy Map to delineate TDR “receiving areas” with planned sewer service in the Cookstown, Sykesville and Jacobstown hamlets; and 

· Work with the Township’s TDR Steering Committee, which shall provide guidance to the CONSULTANT and the Township’s Joint Land Use Board and Governing Body.

IV.
SCOPE OF WORK

The CONSULTANT shall perform two primary functions. The first is to produce and deliver a Real Estate Market Analysis, per NJAC 5:86 et seq., and the second is to assist the Township in using this Analysis to complete its municipal Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) program application for review by the State Planning Commission per NJSA 40:55D-137 et seq. These tasks are defined below:

1.
Produce and Deliver a Real Estate Market Analysis

A.
Summary section

The summary section of the report shall contain at least the following: 

1. A letter of transmittal that includes a statement of the value range of development rights expressed as an expected per credit and per unit of development. It shall be clearly stated that the value range is based on current market conditions and may not reflect future values, which can be affected by different market conditions; and 

2. A summary of salient facts and important conclusions that shall include any other information that the CONSULTANT deems relevant. 

B.
General Information section


The general information section of the Analysis report shall contain the following: 

1.  The purpose of the market analysis; 

2.  A statement of the rights being valued; 

3.  A section defining the legal and technical terms used in the report; 

4.  Any assumptions and limiting conditions; 

5.  A section identifying the subject sending and receiving zones by municipal tax map block and lot or other means, as well as the following: 

i. 
A brief description of the subject zones and their current land uses; and 

ii. 
Map(s) depicting the sending and receiving zones to be provided by the Burlington County Department of Economic Development and Regional Planning. 

6.  Zoning assessment information; and 

7.  Information detailing community and neighborhood data. This shall include, but not be limited to, the character of the community, land use and property value trends, degree of development pressure in the area and any other information that may affect the market value of a TDR credit. 

C.
Receiving zone analysis section

The receiving zone analysis section of the Analysis report shall contain at least the following:
1.   An analysis of the extent and types of development authorized by the base zoning of the receiving zone and its physical characteristics as provided for in the draft development transfer element prepared pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-141. Said analysis shall include, but not be limited to; 

i.
Consideration of the receiving zone’s topography, publicly or privately held open space or conservation easements, configuration, existing development patterns, transportation access, environmentally constrained areas and other appropriate characteristics; and 

ii. 
All major subdivision and site plan applications involving land in the receiving zone that were approved by the appropriate land use board during at least the preceding two-year period; and 

2.  An opinion, based on economic modeling, as to whether the density and uses proposed in the receiving zone in the municipality’s draft development transfer element can be supported by the market. Said opinion shall take into consideration the past and current and anticipated future demand for real property at the zoning proposed for the receiving zone. The population and economic growth estimates and analysis incorporated in the municipality’s draft development transfer element shall serve as the basis for the evaluation of future demand. 

D.
Sending zone analysis section

The sending zone analysis section of the Analysis report shall contain at least the following: 

1.  A range of values realistically attainable at the given time and market conditions; 

2.  An analysis of the extent and types of development authorized by the base zoning of the sending zone and its physical characteristics as provided in the draft development transfer element prepared pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-141. Said analysis shall include, but not be limited to; 

i. 
Consideration of the sending zone’s topography, publicly or privately held open space, configuration, existing development patterns, transportation access, environmentally constrained areas and other appropriate characteristics; and 

ii. 
All major subdivision and site plan applications involving land in the sending zone that were approved by the appropriate land use board during at least the preceding two-year period; 

3.  An analysis of land values in the sending zone at base zoning, given the physical characteristics set forth in (a)2 above, which shall include the following: 

i.  
An evaluation of the past and current demand for real property at the base zoning; and 

ii. 
A value estimate that identifies a range of market values in the sending zone at base zoning and a discussion of how the estimate was determined. The valuation shall be submitted on a per unit of development basis. The method of valuation shall be chosen at the CONSULTANT’s discretion taking into consideration the base zoning and the characteristics of the sending zone; and 

4.  An analysis of what land values in the sending zone will be after the transferable development rights have been severed and the TDR deed restriction has been imposed (market value restricted), which shall include the following: 

i.  An evaluation of the proposed TDR deed restrictions and their effect on property in the sending zone, the sending zone’s adaptability for alternative uses that are not in conflict with the TDR deed restrictions and other items which are significant to the valuation of the sending zone;
ii.  Consideration of the sending zone’s authorized density and use as encumbered by the TDR deed restrictions provided in the draft development transfer element pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-141. The analysis shall consider the following: 

(1) The ability to establish the use consistent with applicable statutes, regulations and ordinances; 

(2) The physical possibility of establishing the use;

(3) The probability or likelihood of establishing the use; and 

(4) The economic feasibility of establishing the use; and 

iii. A value estimate that identifies a range of market values of the lands in the sending zone once the required deed restriction is imposed and a discussion of how the estimate was determined. The method of valuation shall be chosen at the CONSULTANT’s discretion taking into consideration the characteristics of the sending zone. 

E.
Viability of transfer of development rights program section 

(a) The CONSULTANT shall provide a value estimate that identifies a range of raw land value a developer is willing to pay per unit of development in the receiving zone, and discusses how the estimate was determined, including a demonstration that at least the following factors have been taken into consideration: 

1.  The infrastructure needs in the proposed receiving zones identified in the Capital Improvement Program and Utility Service Plan developed pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-140 and the effect of said needs on development potential in the receiving zones. The discussion shall, at a minimum, include: 

i. The availability and need for infrastructure; and 

ii. The cost of providing needed infrastructure, including consideration of who will bear the cost of providing said infrastructure; 

2.  The costs associated with demolition, reconstruction or reuse of the existing built environment, if the receiving zones include areas that could be redeveloped or brownfields; 

3.  The effect of including the number of affordable housing units proposed in the draft development transfer element in the receiving areas;

4.  The costs associated with any impact fees that the municipality has established pursuant to statute in the receiving zones; and 

5.  The costs associated with the site plan, subdivision, and TDR credit utilization processes set forth in the municipality’s development transfer plan element, if said costs are deemed to be above and beyond typical costs associated with attaining development approvals. 

(b)
An analysis of sending zone transferable development rights and receiving zone TDR credit values shall include at least the following: 

1.   A range of values realistically attainable for the sale of transferable development rights at the current time and market conditions; 

2.  An estimated range of transferable development right values, which is derived from the difference between the base zoning market value and the market value restricted and reported as a per unit of development value. If available, past comparable sales may also be used in determining a range of transferable development right values; 

3.   An estimated range of TDR credit values based on either a conversion of the above per unit of development right value and the transfer ratio or past comparable sales of credits. 

4.   A discussion of the rights represented by the value estimates and resultant changes in the authorized density and use of the unrestricted versus the restricted property;
5.  A discussion of the market conditions that would cause deviation from the estimated average TDR credit value; and 

6.  A summary of major points, which support the transferable development rights and TDR credit value ranges. 

(c) Given the analyses of the receiving and sending zones conducted pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:86-2.6 and 2.7, the report shall address the viability of the transfer of development rights program and shall include, but not be limited to, the following: 

1.   An opinion as to whether the receiving zones can accommodate the number of TDR credits that will be generated based on the number of transferable development rights allocated in the sending zone and the transfer ratio; 

2.   An opinion as to whether existing or anticipated future market demand supports the proposed use and density in the receiving zones; 

3.   An opinion as to whether the market in the receiving zones can bear a value for the TDR credits that “is likely to” provide most sending zone property owners with the market value of the transferable development rights; 

4.   An opinion as to whether the purchase of all of the TDR credits that will be generated from the sending zone is economically feasible given the past, current and anticipated future market demand for the density and use proposed in the receiving zones; 

5.   An opinion of whether the estimated range of transferable development right and TDR credit values, taking into consideration any fees associated with the transfer process set forth in the municipality’s development transfer plan element, are reasonably likely to result in participation by sending area landowners; 

6.   An opinion as to whether the transfer ratio, set forth in the municipality’s development transfer element, supports both the sending and receiving zones, including; 

i. 
Consideration of what land value a TDR credit represents in the sending zone; 

ii. 
Consideration of the varying uses and densities that can be achieved by using TDR credits in the receiving zones; and 

iii. 
If the transfer of development rights program includes multiple municipalities, differences in land values among the participating municipalities shall be reflected in the transfer ratio set forth in the municipality’s development transfer element and shall be a consideration in the market analysis report; and 

7.   An analysis of whether the proposed sending and receiving zones are of an adequate size and distribution of ownership to prevent either zone from having an unfair market advantage. 

(d) For a transfer of development rights program to be deemed viable, the results of the Analysis shall ensure that there is a reasonable basis for concluding that the proposed system will succeed in transferring development potential from the sending zone to the receiving zones. If said conclusion cannot be made, the CONSULTANT shall identify modifications to the transfer of development rights program so that will be successful in transferring development potential. 

2.
Assist the Township in using this Analysis to complete its municipal TDR program application

The majority of these tasks may be viewed as “public involvement” and shall require the attendance and participation of the CONSULTANT and its presentation, discussion and approval of its draft and final Analysis of the final forums, per NJSA 40:55D-137 et seq. or otherwise required herein. The following is an estimated number of public meetings the CONSULTANT shall attend:

A. TDR Steering Committee meetings (3 events),

B. Joint Land Use Board for Real Estate Market Analysis hearings (2 events),

C. Joint Land Use Board hearings for Development Transfer Element for the Master Plan (2 events),

D. Joint Land Use Board for TDR Ordinance hearings (2 events),

E. Governing Body for TDR Ordinance hearings (2 events),

F. County Agricultural Development Board hearings (1 event),

G. County Planning Board hearings (1 event), and

H. NJ Office of Smart Growth (2 events).

V. PROJECT SCHEDULE ACTIVITIES AND DELIVERABLES

The CONSULTANT is expected to produce and deliver a Real Estate Market Analysis and to assist the Township in using this Analysis to complete its municipal TDR program application within ninety (90) days of project authorization by the Township. The proposal must include a schedule to accomplish this.  

VI.  PROPOSAL SUBMISSION 

Submission Instructions 

All proposals must be enclosed in two (2) sealed envelopes, one containing two (2) copies of the cost proposal and the other containing six (6) copies of the technical proposal, each identified and bearing the name and address of the Proposer, the name of the proposal and the date of the opening on the outside of the envelopes. Proposals shall be limited to twenty-five (25) pages. Submissions must be typed or printed and the forms signed in ink where indicated. All corrections made to the submission must be initialed. All proposals must arrive at the Municipal Clerk’s Office in the Township of North Hanover Municipal Building no later than the extended date of 4:00 pm on Thursday, May 5, 2011 as no proposals were received on the initial deadline of  April 28, 2011. Submissions are not being accepted electronically. However, the Township is willing to email this RFQ/RFP document so that the forms can be completed on the Proposer’s computer. Proposers are to complete and submit all of the forms that require signature or information from Proposer in Sections X, XI, and XII of this RFQ/RFP.

The Township shall not be liable for additional payment or any other concession because of the Proposer’s misinterpretation or misunderstanding of the contract, or of any failure to fully acquaint itself with any conditions relating thereto. North Hanover Township is not responsible for late mail deliveries and no proposals will be accepted if received after the time stipulated in this RFQ/RFP. 
Incomplete proposals or proposals that do not conform to the requirements of this RFQ/RFP may be rejected. Solicitation for services pursuant to this RFQ/RFP does not obligate the Township to award a contract, nor is the Township liable for any costs incurred by any person in the preparation and submittal of proposals for the subject work.

The Township of North Hanover will make an award within sixty (60) days after receipt of proposals.

The Cost Proposal 

The cost proposal must include all direct and indirect costs associated with the performance of this study. Costs must include, but not be limited to, total number of hours of various professionals, direct expenses, payroll, supplies, overhead assigned to each person working on the project, percentage of each persons time associated with the project and profit. This proposal shall be included in a separate sealed envelope.

Disclosure of Proposal Contents

All proposals and other material submitted become property of the Township of North Hanover and may be returned only at the Township’s option. Information contained in the proposals will not be disclosed during the evaluation process. Under New Jersey’s “Right to Know” laws, public records are required to be open to reasonable inspection. All proposal information, including detailed price and cost information, will be held in confidence during the evaluation process and prior to the time the Notice of Award is issued.

Deviations
If Proposer proposes to deviate in any respect from any of the terms, conditions or requirements of this RFQ/RFP Proposer is to report them on the “Deviations” Form located in Section XI, Part H of this RFQ/RFP. The Proposer should reference the section of the RFQ/RFP and clearly explain the proposed deviation. The Township is not obligated to approve any submission that includes proposed deviations.  

VII. 
EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS 

Procedure for review
A consultant selection committee will evaluate each proposal submitted and recommend one or more Proposers to the Township. One or more contracts will be awarded to the Proposer(s) that provides the most advantageous proposal(s), all things being considered. Negotiations and award of the contract will be to the firm or firms that provide the most advantageous proposal, all things considered.

The proposals will be evaluated in accordance with the Competitive Contracting Procedure as set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:11-4.1 et seq. of the Local Public Contracts Law.
Discussions with Proposers

The Township may elect to conduct discussions with responsible proposers who submit proposals determined to be eligible for award. The purpose of these discussions will be to clarify and assure proposer’s full understanding of, and responsiveness to, the solicitation requirements. Proposers reasonably eligible for award shall be accorded fair and equal treatment with respect to any opportunity for discussion and revision of proposals, and revisions may be permitted after submissions and before award of the contract for the purpose of obtaining best and final offers. In conducting these discussions, the Township may not disclose information derived from proposals submitted by competing proposers.

Rejection or Omission of Proposals
North Hanover Township reserves the right to reject any or all proposals, or to waive any immaterial defects and informalities in the proposals and to accept any proposal deemed in the best interest of the Township. The determination of a material defect shall be a matter of sole discretion of the Township.

The Township may exclude a proposer from submitting a proposal, or may reject a proposer’s proposal, after making a written determination that the proposer received payment for assistance in drafting the RFQ/RFP, or obtained substantial information regarding the RFQ/RFP that was not available to the public.

VIII.  EVALUATION CRITERIA  

Criteria have been established to guide the evaluation of each consultant proposal. The top ranked firms with the highest numerical scores after evaluation may be asked to make oral presentations to the Selection Committee. Each firm’s proposed project manager must take part in the presentation. The oral presentations will also be evaluated on the basis of the criteria listed below.

· Professional Qualifications
· Excellence of Narrative

· Application of Innovative Techniques

· Demonstrated Interpersonal Skills

· Knowledge of Local Conditions
The criteria, which are weighted, include the following:

A. Professional Qualifications: (Weight 20%) (2 pages per person Max)

The firm must establish qualifications to satisfactorily perform the work needed to prepare the context sensitive strategic plan described herein. The following information is required:
§ 
A description of the project team including an organization chart and work experience of the professional staff to be assigned, including resumes. 
§ 
A list of clients, including their names, addresses and telephone numbers, for whom you have prepared context sensitive strategic plans or performed similar work of a similar scale. 
§ 
A full description of the roll of all subcontractors. 
§ 
A demonstrated familiarity with the State TDR Program Requirements. 
B. Excellence of Narrative: (Weight 30%) (6 pages)

The narrative should cover issues and problems and discuss the approach to performing the project. The narrative must not repeat the scope of services described above – the narrative statement should be organized by tasks with a detailed description of how the project team will complete the scope of services. The details should include a project schedule, special data needs, special methods of analysis, graphic (including hardcopy, photographic, digital and video formats), milestones, end products and procedures.
C. Application of Innovative Techniques: (Weight 10%) (2 pages)

The activities contained in the scope of services are representative of a general approach to meet the project objectives. Consultants may (1) develop alternative approaches, and (2) offer suggestions for enhancing specific tasks or the overall work.
D. Demonstrated Interpersonal Skills: (Weight 30%) (6 pages)

This project will involve the consultant working directly with local government leaders and the public. A statement describing the following information should be provided:

· Experience in the explanation of complex development transfer concepts and rights calculation methodologies to the public.

· Experience in working with citizen, business, professional and government leaders.

E. Knowledge of Local Conditions: (Weight 10%)

The narrative statement must demonstrate your understanding of the interaction of this project with local conditions.

IX. STANDARD SERVICE AGREMENT TERMS, CONDITIONS, AND REQUIREMENTS  TC \l3 "
Note: Once the Township selects a Proposal and signs it in Part IX this RFQ/RFP becomes the contract between the Township and Proposer.

A. Vendor and Township Ethics

The Township and persons who/that provide services to it are governed by the Local Government Ethics Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:9-22.1 et seq., and ethics policies adopted by the Township. In particular, Proposers are put on notice that the Township employees, as well as members of their immediate family and business organizations in which they have an interest, are prohibited from soliciting or accepting gifts, favors, loans, services, promise of future employment or other thing of value from any person or entity which has a contract with the Township or the Township employee has reason to believe that the person or entity may be awarded a contract with the Township. 

In addition, Township employees are prohibited from accepting compensation, honoraria and gifts from any person or entity other than the Township in consideration of an appearance, speech, or article unless the appearance, speech or article is wholly unrelated to the Township Committeeperson's or employee's service with North Hanover Township.

B. Insurance Requirements 

The Proposer selected to provide the services described in this RFQ/RFP are required to maintain the following policies of insurance during the term of the contract:

Not less than the minimum Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability insurance required by New Jersey law.

Commercial General Liability including Products/Completed Operations liability coverage for Personal Injury and Property Damage of not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000) for each occurrence and two million dollars ($2,000,000) annual aggregate.

Comprehensive Automobile Liability insurance of not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000) combined single limit.
§ 
Professional Liability insurance in the amount of one million dollars ($1,000,000) for each wrongful act/two million dollars ($2,000,000) aggregate.
C. New Jersey Business Registration Requirements.

The following provisions apply to the contract for this RFQ/RFP unless the Proposer is (a) a not-for-profit business or (b) a body corporate and politic of the State of New Jersey.

For the purpose of this Agreement, the following terms have the meanings stated below.

“Affiliate” means an entity that (a) directly, indirectly, or constructively controls another entity, (b) is directly, indirectly or constructively controlled by another entity or (c) is subject to the control of a common entity if it owns, directly or individually, more than 50% of the ownership interest in the common entity.

“Agreement” means this RFQ/RFP, executed by the Proposer and the Township.

“Business organization” means an individual, partnership, association, joint stock company, trust, corporation or other legal business entity or successor thereof. It also includes any affiliates of the business organization. It does not include government agencies or organizations organized as non-profit entities.

“Proof of registration” means a copy of the organization’s “Business Registration Certificate” issued by the New Jersey Treasury Department, Division of Revenue. No other form is valid.

"Subcontractor" means any business organization that (a) is not the Proposer and (b) knowingly provides goods or performs services for a Proposer or another subcontractor in the fulfillment of the Proposer’s responsibilities pursuant to this Agreement.

D1. The Proposer shall submit proof of registration to the Township.

D2. The Proposer shall notify in writing all subcontractors that will provide services pursuant to this Agreement that each is required to provide proof of registration to the Township.

D3. Final payment pursuant to this Agreement shall not be owed to the Proposer until the Proposer has submitted (a) an accurate list of all subcontractors that provided services pursuant to this Agreement and (b) proof of registration for each or, in the alternative, the Proposer has certified that no subcontractors provided services in connection with this Agreement.

D4. For the term of this Agreement the Proposer and each of its affiliates and subcontractors and each of the subcontractors’ affiliates, N.J.S.A. 52:32-44(g)(3), shall collect and remit to the Director, New Jersey Division of Taxation, the use tax due pursuant to the Sales and Use Tax Act on all sales of tangible personal property delivered into this State, regardless of whether the tangible personal property is intended for a contract with the Township.

D5.  A business organization that fails provide a copy of business registration as required pursuant to section 1 of P.L. 2001, c.134 (C.52:32-44 et al.) or subsection e. or f. of section 92 of P.L. 1977, c.110 (C.5:12-92), or that provides false business registration information under the requirements of either of those sections, shall be liable for a penalty of $25 for each day of violation, not to exceed $50,000, for each business registration copy not properly provided pursuant to this Agreement. 

E. Affirmative Action/Nondiscrimination Provisions
The State of New Jersey requires that the following provisions be included in service contracts. 

For the purpose of this section the following words and terms have the meanings stated:

“Contract” means this RFQ/RFP, executed by the Proposer and the Township.

“Contractor” means the Proposer.

"Division” means the Division of Contract Compliance and Equal Opportunity in Public Contracts established in the State of New Jersey, Department of Treasury.

"Public agency" means the Township of North Hanover.

"Subcontractor" means a third party that is engaged by a contractor to perform, pursuant to a subcontract, all or part of the work included in a public agency contract.

"Treasurer" means the Treasurer of the State of New Jersey or his or her designee.

During the performance of this contract the Contractor agrees as follows:

F1. The Contractor or Subcontractor, where applicable, will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of age, race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, affectional or sexual orientation or sex.

F2. Except with respect to affectional or sexual orientation, the Contractor will take affirmative action to ensure that such applicants are recruited and employed and that employees are treated during employment without regard to their age, race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, affectional or sexual orientation or sex. Such action shall include, but not be limited to the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation and selection for training, including apprenticeship. The Contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the public agency compliance officer setting forth provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.

F3. In all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on their behalf the Contractor, or Subcontractor, where applicable will state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to age, race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, affectional or sexual orientation or sex.

F4. The Contractor or Subcontractor, where applicable, will send to each labor union or representative of workers with which it has a collective bargaining agreement or other contract or understanding, a notice, to be provided by the agency contracting officer, advising the labor union or workers' representative of the commitments under this act and shall post copies of the notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment.

F5. The Contractor or Subcontractor, where applicable, agrees to comply with any regulations promulgated by the Treasurer pursuant to N.J.S.A. 10:5-31 et seq., as amended and supplemented from time to time and the Americans with Disabilities Act.

F6. The Contractor or Subcontractor agrees to make good faith efforts to employ minority and women workers consistent with the applicable Township employment goals established in accordance with N.J.A.C. 17:27-5.2 or a binding determination of the applicable Township employment goals determined by the Division pursuant to N.J.A.C. 17:27-5.2.

F7. The Contractor or Subcontractor agrees to inform in writing its appropriate recruitment agencies including, but not limited to, employment agencies, placement bureaus, colleges, universities and labor unions that it does not discriminate on the basis of age, race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, affectional or sexual orientation or sex and that it will discontinue the use of any recruitment agency which engages in direct or indirect discriminatory practices.

F8. The Contractor or Subcontractor agrees to revise any of its testing procedures, if necessary, to assure that all personnel testing conforms with the principles of job-related testing as established by the statutes and court decisions of the State of New Jersey and as established by applicable federal law and applicable federal court decisions.

F9. In conforming with the applicable employment goals the Contractor or Subcontractor agrees to review all procedures relating to transfer, upgrading, 

downgrading and layoff to ensure that all such actions are taken without regard to age, race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, affectional or sexual orientation or sex, consistent with the statutes and court decisions of the State of New Jersey, and applicable Federal law and applicable federal court decisions.

F10. After notification of contract award but prior to execution of a contract the Contractor shall submit to the public agency, one of the following three documents:

F11. The Contractor and its subcontractors shall furnish such reports and other documents to the Division of Contract Compliance and EEO as may be requested by the Division from time to time in order to carry out the purposes of these regulations, and public agencies shall furnish such information as may be requested by the Division of Contract Compliance & EEO for conducting a compliance investigation pursuant to Subchapter 10 of the Administrative Code at N.J.A.C. 17:27.

G. False Claims 

It is a crime for a person to knowingly submit to the Township any claim for payment for performance of services, knowing such claim to be false, fictitious, or fraudulent.

H. Defaults in Performance
If the Contractor terminates this agreement with the Township without cause or fails to perform in good faith in accordance with the terms and conditions of this RFQ/RFP the Township shall have the right to retain another firm to perform the required work. If the Township does so, the Proposer shall only be entitled to payment for any work performed and approved by the Township.

I. Termination by Contractor 

The Contractor shall not have the right to terminate its agreement with the Township except for good cause. Whether a Contractor’s termination is for “good cause” shall be within the sole discretion and determination of the Township. The Contractor shall give the Township not less than 90 day’ prior written notice of an intention to terminate.

J. Records 

The Contractor shall maintain, and the Township and its duly authorized representatives shall have access to the books, documents, papers, and records of the Contractor which are directly pertinent to this contract and the services to be provided by the Contractor pursuant hereto for the purpose of making audit, examination, excerpts, and transcripts for a period of three (3) years after final payment. Copies of applicable records shall be made available upon request. 

K. Assignments and Subcontracts
The Contractor may not assign its contract with the Township. The Contractor may not subcontract the services required by this RFQ/RFP without the prior, written approval of the Township Committee of North Hanover Township. No subcontract shall be allowed unless the Contractor's insurance policy will provide the subcontractor with the Contractor's coverage or, alternatively, the subcontractor provides the Township with a certificate of insurance which demonstrates that the proposed subcontractor has all of the insurance that the Contractor is required by this RFQ/RFP to have. Notwithstanding Township approval of a subcontractor, the Contractor shall remain obligated for full performance hereunder, and the Township shall incur no obligation other than its obligations to the Contractor hereunder.

L. Indemnification of Township 

The Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Township of North Hanover, its officers, employees, agents and servants from and against any and all claims, demands, suits, actions, recoveries, judgments, costs and expenses including attorneys fees, incurred or suffered on account of property damage or loss and/or personal injury including loss of life of any person, agency, corporation or governmental entity which shall arise out of the course of or in consequence to any acts or omissions of the Contractor, its employees, agents, servants or subcontractors in the performance of the work to be performed pursuant to this RFQ/RFP or the failure of the Contractor, its employees, agents, servants or subcontractors to comply with any term or condition of this RFQ/RFP. The Contractor further agrees that this indemnification shall continue after completion of the its services for all claims, demands, suits, actions, recoveries, judgments, costs and expenses, including attorneys fees, resulting from acts or omissions of the Proposer, its employees, agents, servants or subcontractors which occur prior to the completion of services.
M. No Agency Relationship
Contractor is and shall at all times be regarded as an independent contractor. Contractor shall not at any time act as agent for the Township or represent that Contractor has any authority to bind, obligate or speak for the Township. Nothing herein is intended nor shall any term of this RFQ/RFP be construed as creating an employer-employee relationship between the Township and Contractor or be deemed to constitute the appointment of Contractor as the Township's agent.

N. Breaches and Waivers. 

The Township's failure to declare Contractor in breach of this Agreement and the Township's failure to assess any penalties for any such breach shall not constitute waiver thereof. In addition, the failure of the Township to declare the Contractor in breach of any other contract for certain conduct that constitutes a breach of both this and any other Agreement shall not stop or prevent the Township from declaring the Contractor in breach of this Agreement or assessing penalties thereof. 

O. Conditions of Waivers
Any waiver, consent, modification or change to this agreement shall be effective only for the specific instance and for the specific purpose described in the writing pertaining thereto. 

P. Effect of Waiver. 

The waiver of a breach of any provision of this Agreement by the Township shall not operate or be construed as a waiver of any subsequent breach. 

Q. Severability of Terms 

If any term or provision of this contract is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal or in conflict with any law, the validity of the remaining terms and provisions shall not be affected, and the rights and obligations of the parties shall be construed and enforced as if the contract did not contain the particular term or provision held to be invalid. If the Township deems the invalid provision to be critical to its willingness to enter into this agreement it shall have the right to cancel this contract.

R. Payment Procedure 

3.12  PAYMENT TC \l2 "3.12  PAYMENTThe Contractor will be paid upon receipt of invoice and a properly executed voucher covering purchase order as submitted. All invoices and vouchers must be submitted to the billing address as shown on each purchase order. Invoices must match the purchase order and have full description of services or supplies. U. Governing law
The agreement for the services described in this RFQ/RFP shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey, including the Local Public Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et. seq., and regulations adopted pursuant thereto.

V. Contract Contingent on Township Funding  

All contracts are subject to the availability and appropriation of funds.

W. Duty to Perform 

Where it is found that Contractor has failed to comply with the material terms and conditions of this contract, Contractor shall take such corrective action as the Township may require. If the Township determines that the Township has paid Contractor for services that were beyond the scope or the purpose of this contract, or were excessive or as otherwise impermissible the Township shall have the right to recover any disallowed expenditures and Contractor shall return to the Township any disallowed expenditures no later than 30 days from request.

X. Use of Property.

In the event the Township provides Contractor with any non-expendable equipment for use in carrying out the services required by this agreement, said equipment shall remain the property of the Township of North Hanover. Contractor agrees to maintain all Township equipment in its possession in proper condition and shall be responsible for any needed repairs.
